The new Fairfield Area Library
building is being built on a 10 acre
site at North Laburnum Avenue and
Watts Lane, near the Eastern Henrico
Recreation Center. The 44,803 square
foot, two-story library features a
modern design with an open lobby,

a multipurpose Creation Classroom
and meeting room, group study and
conference spaces, a dedicated teen
area, Digital Media Lab, and a drive
up window for patrons to pick up and
return materials. The site will have

an outdoor entry plaza, a pedestrian
pathway to Harvie Road, space for
outdoor activities, and parking for up
to 220 vehicles. The building marks a
significant upgrade from the current
Fairfield Library, which opened in 1976
with 24,000 square feet.

The final day of operation at the old
location will be September 21, and the
new Fairfield Area Library will open
Sunday, October 6, 2019. Please join
us at the opening ceremony—details
will be posted at henricolibrary.org.
