SOIL TESTING

Soil testing is FREE to Columbia County residents. Trained Master Gardener Volunteers test soil pH weekly
and then notify you of the results. Samples can be dropped off at the Extension Office M-F, 8-5 or dropped
off at the Fort White Library during plant clinic hours (see above). Follow the instructions below to take a
proper soil sample.

Obtain a small amount of soil from 10 to 15
different spots in the area you wish to test (a
minimum of % pint). When you sample a lawn,
take the soil from the upper 2—4 inches. When
sampling a vegetable garden or landscape plants,
take soil from the upper 6 inches. If soil is wet,
spread soil on clean paper or other suitable
material to air dry.
