Pike County Farm 
Bureau (PCFB) Director 
John Mixon is serving 
as the chairman of the 
Georgia Farm Bureau 
(GFB) Forestry Commit-
tee for 2019.

GFB will finalize its 
2020 policy during its 
annual convention in 
December.

Mixon, of The Rock, 
grows trees for timber, 
pulpwood and chip-
and-saw on 150 acres. 

He holds memberships 
in the Kiwanis Club, 
Georgia Forestry Associ-
ation, Arborist Associa-
tion and the Society of 
American Foresters.

Mixon served as 

director of the Georgia 
Forestry Commission 
from 1973 to 1995. He 
also served a stint as 
president of the Nation-
al Association of State 
Foresters.

Mixon also serves 
on the American Farm 
Bureau Federation 
(AFBF) Federal Lands 
Issue Advisory Commit-
tee. Mixon represents 
Georgia as one of 10 
members of the com-
mittee, which is one of 
13 committees AFBF 
established to form its 
positions on topics that 
affect broad segments of 
U.S. agriculture.
