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Due to COVID-19 and in-person event restrictions, the 2021 Ohio Pastures for Profit curriculum was
adapted to a virtual classroom setting that consisted of three live webinars pairing with
corresponding modules. The goal of the course was to continue to deliver grazing education to
Ohioans and build from the original Pastures for Profit curriculum through the addition of videos,

quizzes, technical resources and online networking sessions.
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Three virtual social hours were offered through Zoom
as a chance to network with speakers and other
producers.
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Module content provided
opportunities to cover material not
typically covered in past Pastures for
Profit sessions.

The online version of the course
allowed us to reach new audiences
across Ohio and even across the US.
Majority of students spent a
considerable amount of time
exploring additional module content
outside of the live webinar sessions.
Drop in attendance after the first hour
of each webinar was consistently low.
Social hours led to great discussions
on webinar topics.
