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Since 1982, Dr. Nielsen has served in 
his role as Corn Extension Specialist for 
Purdue University. The vanity license plate 
on Bob’s truck says it all, “Corn Guy”, and 
to corn growers, crop advisers, extension 
educators, students and others that is 
exactly who he is. 

Dr. Bob Nielsen’s Extension Program 
assists corn growers, CCA’s, and other 
allied industry partners in a wide variety of corn management 
issues including but not limited to:  transgenic crops; corn growth 
and development; understanding the eff ects of stress on corn; and 
stand establishment problem solving.  In addiƟ on, Bob’s research 
and educaƟ on programs also include: corn replant decision-making; 
yield limiƟ ng factors in crop producƟ on; crop trouble-shooƟ ng; site-
specifi c crop management technologies; managing yield monitors; 
and nitrogen management for corn.  

Bob has also led the eff ort to educate and coordinate on farm 
research acƟ viƟ es conducted with farmers, ANR Extension 
Educators, and agriculture industry partners.  These on farm 
research acƟ viƟ es occur throughout the state and generate data 
that infl uences corn management recommendaƟ ons.  Bob takes 
great pride in ensuring that trials are conducted properly.  He also 
leads a campaign to educate others on best management pracƟ ces 
for on farm research.

Dr. Nielsen is a founding member of the Purdue Crop DiagnosƟ c 
Training Center (DTC), which specializes in hands-on training of 
crop advisers on crop producƟ on issues.  These unique in fi eld, 
educaƟ onal opportuniƟ es have been held for over 30 years and 
use fi eld demonstraƟ ons that are designed to illustrate specifi c 
fi eld crop growing issues.  AƩ endees from throughout the Midwest 
observe and learn best management pracƟ ces for crop producƟ on, 
in the fi eld.  Over the last 10 years there have annually been over 25 
all day DTC training sessions and Bob parƟ cipated as an instructor 
in many of these.  

The Purdue Corn Specialist annually makes an addiƟ onal 60 
presentaƟ ons to farmers and allied industry personnel.  Bob is 
considered a pioneer in the use of new technologies.  In the mid 
-1990s and before the fi rst wide-spread use of internet resources, 
Bob developed the King Corn website and the Chat’n Chew Café 
that serve as a library of resources and source of evidence-based 
recommendaƟ ons from Land Grant UniversiƟ es across the country.  
Farmers and agronomists not only in the United States, but also 
throughout the world uƟ lize these web-based resources, wherever 
corn is grown.

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Another example of his early adopƟ on of technology is his 
incorporaƟ on of UAVs into his program.  Bob was one of the fi rst 
Purdue Extension Specialists to use UAVs for crop scouƟ ng.  Bob 
soon emerged as a leader in our Quad Squad, which was launched 
in 2018.  This group of Extension Specialists and ANR Extension 
Educators now number over 20 and work throughout the state to 
not only use UAVs in their program, but to help their clientele with 
the adopƟ on of UAVs for their farming operaƟ ons, as well as other 
kinds of businesses.  

Bob grew up on a Nebraska farm and sƟ ll has interest in the family’s 
farming operaƟ on.  He did his undergrad work at the University of 
Nebraska and received his PhD. from the University of Minnesota.  In 
addiƟ on to these and other North Central States, Bob has developed 
professional relaƟ onships with growers and crop advisers from all 
regions of the United States where corn is grown.  In fact, requests 
for speaking at crop conferences far out way the number of available 
days on his calendar.

At this year’s AM/PIC, Jon Scheid of FDA’s Center for Veterinary Medicine 
plans to discuss: 1) current informaƟ on about evaluaƟ ng fl ood damaged 
feeds and feed crops; 2) a mulƟ -year iniƟ aƟ ve about anƟ microbial 
resistance, parts of which will apply to livestock producers; 3) the latest 
document that answers quesƟ ons about the Veterinary Feed DirecƟ ve 
program. The DirecƟ ve requires a veterinarian to be involved in ordering 
certain anƟ microbials – those also important for human medicine – for use 
in livestock producƟ on.

PesƟ cides play an important role in public health.  With the emergence of 
novel insect-borne illnesses and global warming, it is criƟ cal that people 
make science-based decision regarding the regulaƟ on of pesƟ cides because 
there has been increasing pressure on policy-makers to ban these products.

In 2015 the InternaƟ onal Agency for Research On Cancer released its 
monograph on glyphosate and labeled it a probable carcinogen.
